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HOW TO PREPARE PRELIMS Your Dream, 
Our Duty

 CGPSC requires a generalist to serve the highest 
departments of administration in Chhattisgarh. A 
generalist is someone who knows something about 
everything, but not everything about something 
(specialist). Your approach while studying should be 
somewhat like a generalist.
 For example, if you are studying about �oods, you 
should focus on understanding their causes; e�ect (+ve and 
-ve); impact on human property and life; their mitigation 
and management. You need not study scienti�c literature 
about �oods, river �ows, meandering etc. At most, study 
what they are and how are they related to an �ood. Most of 
the candidates think only about working hard, but it is the 
combination of hard and smart work that would reward in 
this examination.
 All the aspirants do not belong to the same 
academic, economic and social background so their 
strategy also di�ers but for the success in this examination, 
the candidates have to undergo the same process and 
pattern of the examination. So, even if the strategy will be 
di�erent the approach must be kept high.
 One can clear the CGPSC Prelims in one shot. 
Understanding concepts should be the �rst priority because 
mugging up neither helps in Prelims nor in Mains. So focus 
should be on understanding the basics and wider coverage 
rather than detailed studies and intensive coverage.

OUR SUGGESTIONS FOR EFFICIENT AND EFFECTIVE STUDY

 For the preliminary exam Read standard book from Cover to Cover and keep your booklist short and simple. 

Better to read one book for each topic thoroughly, than �ip through multiple sources. Read carefully between the lines since 

Prelims questions can be tricky, Prelims is all about 'identifying' the correct answer through selection or elimination.

 For mains exam one should move forward from books to standard notes. The focus should be more on 

understanding the concepts. Try to make synopsis of topics while making notes. Revision is the key for both prelims and 

mains but most important aspect is continuous practicing of objective questions and regular answer writing.

 Formulated strategies along with proper time 
management followed by commitment are the only way to 
prepare for CGPSC Mains. Students should always study in 
Mains-Cum-Pre mode for holistic approach. While preparing 
for Mains one should follow, the following strategy-

1. Know the syllabus thoroughly: �e first requirement before 
you start your preparation is to know what you need to study. 
It is only the syllabus that spells out the speci�c details of the 
areas of subject from which question can be asked in  Mains. 
Periodic reference to the syllabus would avoid wastage of 
time and e�ort by skipping topics not covered in the syllabus. 
It makes you aware of what precisely has to be studied. 

2. Evolve your own strategy: �ere is no �xed formula for 
success. It is said that man is the best master of himself. No 
one can understand you better than you yourself. Rely on 
your own method of study, believing that this is the only right 
method. �e best thing one can do is to have an access to all 
the relevant facts, study them and plan one's own strategy for 
preparing the exam. As each one of us di�er in strengths and 
weaknesses, so does the strategy for exam.

3. Plan your study subject wise: It has been rightly said, "If you 
have no plan then, you are planning to fail." A systematic and 
planned approach always helps. A good planning involves 
consulting seniors, dividing your entire time into slots and 
plan to complete a topics by the end of each slots, scheduling 
goals one the basis of days, weeks and months. 

  Plan should not be complex or lengthy but it should be a 
balanced one. Each subject must be given proper and 
regular time. Prepare concise notes during self study. If you 
want to make the concept more clear, then, while preparing 
notes of lectures, leave some space and just a�er the lecture 
�ll up the space with clari�cations.

4. Study the trend of previous year question papers: Study 
the trend from previous year question papers and marks' 
distribution of each subject to �nd out which topics are 
most and which are least important. Give priority to 
important topics.

5. Selection of books: Great care is needed while selecting  the 
books. �e more number of books you read, the more 
confused you may become and waste a lot of your time. 
Instead of going through a lot of books, try to read only one 
quality book for each topic. Reading one books many times 
is always better than reading many books one time.

HOW TO PREPARE MAINS 18

 STARTING NOW is the �rst rule to remember for 
answer writing. You should not wait till you �nish the whole 
CGPSC syllabus but a�er completion of few segments one can 
starts answer writing. 
 PRACTICE IS THE KEY, in answer writing the more 
you practice, the better you will get at it. Success in the CGPSC 
exam is not determined by how much you know, but how you 
write your answers. 
 QUALITY & QUANTITY BOTH MATTERS,  If you 
think just by �lling up the prescribed word count, you can fool 
the examiner, think again� Not only you should take care of 
the word limit but you should also ensure to write what is 
asked in the question. Understanding the exact requirement 
of the question comes only with practicing Answer writing. 
 EVALUATE CORRECTLY, It is not enough to 
merely write out answers and prepare for the exam. You 
should also get your answers evaluated by teachers, seniors or 
mentors. Group study can be key for this. 
 HOLISTIC ANSWERS, When you are practicing 
answer-writing, make sure you write holistic answers. Your 
answers should be clear, neat, have examples, relevant 
concepts and creative.
